 The season after Pentecost is 

sometimes known as "Ordinary 

Time."  It does not encompass the 

drama of the other seasons--Advent, 

Christmas, Epiphany, Lent, and 

Easter.  It is, instead, a time to follow 

Jesus' acts and hear his lessons.  I like 

ordinary time. 

    This year, however, ordinary time 

will be the time for us to renew       

ourselves.  Several things are coming: 

    Deacon Jessie is taking the summer 

off except when I am away.  She will 

enjoy a much deserved time at home, 

catching up with things there.  She and 

David spend much time on the road 

during the year. 

    The Rev. Jeff Prozzo, an ordained

2) 

Some of the older children need more 

involvement; Dana and Gary will be 

doing an acolyte training program so 

that these kids can have a rotation in 

church in that way. 

    I'm excited by these signs of 

growth.  As we minister together, these 

things will unite us even more! 

    So,  enjoy the summer.  Enjoy some 

ordinary time.

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From the Treasurer:  
Financial Update thru May 2010 

 Our May income 

[ $14,622]  was more than our 

expenses [$12,208] by 

$2,414.  Both income and     

expense areas were very high. 

Year to date we are now $1,853 

favorable. Better than the pro-

jected budget deficit of  $929. 
 

The high income can be attrib-

uted to Gerald Jackinõs òliving 

giftó for a new kitchen dish-

washer [$5,000], donations for a 

new office computer [$494] and 

the Fiddlehead supper which 

netted $836. Pledge income   

improved [$4,349] but remains 

$3,176 below budget. Loose 

collections are above budget by 

$863. Other income sources 

were: White, Rector and Fergu-

son investments [$844]; Sunday 

school [$39]; flower fund [$41]; 

AA gave $75; Diocesan grant at 

$1,667 and clergy benefit       

reimbursement was $282. 

 

Some of  our expense categories 

that are exceeding budget are: 

FICA taxes [$593]; Deacon 

travel [$658]; outreach [$689]; 

building insurance [$1,272] and 

capital improvements [$1,019]. 

Fund raising expenses are high 

as we purchased many of  items 

for the Fiddlehead supper. The 

new dishwasher was also       

expensed in this category. 

We anticipate  many of  these 

expense areas will average out 

over the balance of  the year.
